Are you new to rough sleeping?

If you are new to sleeping rough, we can
help and support you access emergency
accommodation under our No Second Night
Out policy. We can offer extra assistance

via our support team or referrals to other
agencies.

Have you been rough sleeping
for a while?

Our support workers and outreach services
can come to you, where we can assist you
to access housing advice/extra support or
referrals into local services such as MOATS
(Maggs Outreach &Transition Service) and
other homeless organisations.

Personal housing plan

We can work together to create a Personal
Housing Plan (PHP).

This plan will look into suitable housing
options depending on your needs, which
may include private renting, social housing,
supported or hostel accommodation.

Rough sleeping in very cold
weather

When the temperature drops to zero,

emergency measures kick in to get all
rough sleepers off the streets and into
accommodation.

This is our Severe Winter Emergency Provision
(SWEP), which usually operates between
November and March.
