Private rented housing


It is sensible to look for private rented housing as this can often resolve a housing need more quickly than social housing. The demand for social housing is very high in Worcestershire.


Many landlords require a deposit and rent in advance; amounts can differ from landlord to landlord. Search for properties by contacting local letting agents, looking in local papers and online. Many local authorities can help with rent deposits.  





Home Ownership





To help you buy a home, the Help to Buy scheme lends you between 10% and 20% of the cost of your new build home, so that, you will only need a 5% cash deposit and a 75% mortgage.

Can I get any help with money on release?


If you have served a sentence of 15 days or more you will receive a discharge grant, although this is a small amount to prisoners who will be homeless on release. This only applies to commercial rents, not if they are renting from a friend or family member who is not a commercial landlord.
